10. Reading of law: 

For the proper celebration of the Lord’s Supper, self-examination is required. This self-examination requires that we consider and embrace three truths:

That we are sinners – through our attitude, thoughts, words, deeds and neglect, and because of these should humble ourselves before God.

That our sins are forgiven – because in his death, Jesus took our sins upon Him, and became sin, so that we may be declared righteous.

For this we are grateful, and we should show this gratitude to God through the way we from now on will live.

Let us consider these 3 matters as we listen to a summary of the God's law, as summarised in…

Reading: Micah 6:6-8

11. Congregation: Prayer of Confession

If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. If we con​fess our sins, God is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unright​eous​ness. Let us confess our sins by praying together and singing together Hymn 94:

Almighty God, our Heavenly Father

in penitence we confess

that we have sinned against you 

through our own fault 

in thought, word and deed 

and in what we have left undone.

For the sake of your Son, Christ our Lord,

Forgive us all that is past

and grant that we may serve you in newness of life

to the glory of your Name.

12 .Assurance of forgiveness & invitation to the Lord’s Supper

Who may come to Commu​ni​​on?Not those who think they are without sin - but those who are displeased with themselves. If you know and admit that you are a sinner, you are welcome at the Lord’s Supper. Jesus said, "It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick. I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners."

17. Remembering the words of Jesus
Minister:

We remember the words which the apostle Paul received and handed on to us, that the Lord Jesus on the night when He was betray​ed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, He broke it, and said, 

“This is my body, which is for you. Do this in remembrance of Me." 

In the same way, He took also the cup after the meal, saying, 

“This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, so often as you drink it, in remembrance of me. For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes.

Congregation:

We shall do as the Lord commands.

We shall proclaim that our Lord Jesus 
was sent by the Father into the world,  
that He took upon Himself our flesh and blood, and that He bore the wrath of God on the cross for us.

We remember that He once cried out, 
“My God, my God - why have you forsaken Me?”- so that we might nevermore be forsaken by God.

We proclaim the He is risen and present at his table where we are blessed by his fellowship.

We proclaim the He is risen 
and that He shall return in glory.

This we shall do now with joy and thanksgiving until He comes again.

Christ has died!

Christ is risen!

Christ will come again!

18. Prayer 

O God, our Father, we thank you for the bread and wine. We thank you, Jesus our Messiah and our Lord, for giving yourself to us. We thank you for the joy that no one can take away from us. We thank you that we may sit at your table, in your presence. We thank You that You lived here on earth, that You died, that You rose again, that You are with us today and to the end of time. Let your Spirit be in us and be upon the bread and wine - so that we may tell of your sacrifice, that we may comfort with your grace, that we may share with your love.  Feed us now with the bread of life. Amen.

19. Sharing of bread and wine

The bread is distributed, then the wine. When everyone has received, the bread and wine are taken together. (Hymn 352 may be sung - Alas! And did my Saviour bleed).

20. The breaking of the bread

The bread that we break is the communion with the body of Christ.  We, who are many, are one body for we partake of the one bread.

Take, eat, remember and believe that the body of Christ was broken so that we could be made whole and be reconciled with God.

21. The cup of salvation

The cup that we drink is the communion with the blood of Christ.  

Take, drink, remember and believe that the precious blood of our Lord Jesus was shed so that all our sins could be forgiven and we be reconciled to God and to one another.

22. Prayer of Thanksgiving

O Merciful God and Father, we glorify and praise you.  We thank you for feeding us at your table. Thank you for giving us of Yourself, the Bread of Life. Thank you for giving us faith.  Thank you for strengthen​ing our faith through our communion with You and through our fellowship with one another.  Help us to persevere as living members of the body of Christ, and to grow in love and obedience according to you will; through Jesus Christ, our Lord, who lives and reigns with you, Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.

Father Almighty, we offer ourselves to you as a living sacrifice, in Jesus Christ, our Lord.  Send us out into this world in the power of the Holy Spirit to live and work for your praise and glory.  Amen.
